Stock will be hair and hair/wool sheep, meat goats consisting primarily of Boar crossbreds.  Stock is accustomed to being worked by most herding dog types.
All dogs nine months of age or older are eligible to participate in Herding trials and JHD.  Dogs classified as Herding Dogs in AHBA and older than six months are eligible for HERDING TEST (HCT).   
No dog may be entered in two classes on the same course with the same kind of stock under the same judge at any Test/trial.  

You do not have to enter the same level in each class of stock.  Goats and sheep are separate titles, trial classes and ranch classes are separate titles. 
Bitches in season shall run in drawn running order without adjustment.

Rosettes will be offered for the first 4 placements of each class and new titles, with flat ribbons for qualifying runs. Directions From Montgomery

· Take 231 South to Ozark, AL.  Go through Ozark, and turn Right on 123 South.

· Turn Right on 134  West  towards Daleville.

· In Daleville turn left on 85 South

· Take 85 south out of town (those of you staying at the GreenHouse will see your hotel on the left)

· Go though the caution light marking the entrance to Cairn’s Army Airfield, and continue on.  You will pass the entrances to 2 subdivisions on your Right.

· Look for the chain link fence on the left surrounding airfield lights and markers.  Take the next Left on Dale County 45.  

· Go about 1 mile on 45, then the road will curve sharply right.  We are the brick house on the left behind the pond.  

Directions From Chipley, FL/I-10:  

· Take the Bonifay Exit, Florida 79 North into Alabama.  It will then become Alabama State Road 167.  Continues on 167 though Hartford, AL until it intersects with AL 85 at a caution light intersection.

· Turn Right/North on AL 85, continue on until  it  “T” intersects with AL 92

· Turn Right on 92, Go into Clayhatchee, AL, pass the ballpark on your Left then

· Turn Left on Dale County 45

· 1.7 miles to our home.  Look for “Cardinal Circle” on your left, you will pass that *twice*.  After you pass it the second time we are the brick house on the right behind the pond.

Herding Ranch Dog Course

· 20 head of sheep or goats, 20 minute time limit. 5 animals will be ribboned in the 20.
· Stock will be set at 75 yards from Handler’s Post in a 20 acre field. HTD rules of outruns will apply

· Handler’s post is gate to Arena #1 (see diagram).  Run begins when handler releases dog for it’s outrun.
All levels first bring all stock into arena thought Gate #1/Handler’s Post.

Next is Drive Line #1, #2, and #3 around 2 cones (see diagram) 2a is for HTD 1 and 2, 2b is for HRD 3

· HRD 1 may drive/wear all 3 lines.

· HRD 2 handler’s line is to stay above Drive Line #2 until stock pass Cone #2a, then they are to proceed directly to Gate #2

· HRD 3 handlers are to stay at HP/Gate #1 until stock pass Cone  #2b, then are to proceed directly to Gate #2

Take ALL stock through Gate #2, then:

· HRD 1 performs a HOLD at that gate (judge will call “hold” when she/he is satisfied)

· HRD 2 performs a GATE CUT of 5 head of unribboned stock (leaving 15, 5 with ribbons) 

· HRD 3 performs a GATE CUT of 10 head (leaving 10) including 2 ribboned sheep.

Handler then proceeds with 20 head of stock (HRD 1) 15 head of stock (HRD 2), and 10 head of stock (HRD 3)

Sort must be performed, including keeping the required number of ribboned animals for each class to continue.  Handler may bring escaped stock back though gate if needed, but points will be deducted at the judge’s discretion. 


Once sort is completed:

· HRD 1 then drives stock to Gate #3, and pens/exhausts their stock.
· HRD 2 then drives the stock to Gate # 3, performs a HOLD adequate to remove 1 ribbon from 1 of the 5 ribboned sheep. Then exhausts/pens their sheep though Gate #3
· HRD 3 drives/wears the sheep to the center of the arena, and does a ribbon pull on 1 head of sheep.  Then wears/drives their sheep to Gate #3 to pen/exhaust.
